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INTERVIEW
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 IN CONVERSATION 
WITH JANIK BECKER
As the grandson of the founder, Janik Becker represents the 3rd generation of the medium-sized 
family business. It was clear early on that the path for him – as for his father – should lead to 
managerial positions of the company. However, it was less clear how exactly this should happen. 
In an interview, Janik Becker reports on his way into the company, his personal motivation – and 
his very personal reference to the speed factor, for which Becker & Mueller is known throughout 
Europe.

  The interview was conducted by Dr. Valentin Christ

You have been in the management 
of Becker & Mueller since 2021. At 
that time you were just 30 years old. 
Was it already clear to you as a child 
that you would later follow in your 
father’s footsteps?
Yes, actually that was the plan from 
the beginning. I have always been 
in the company a lot as a child, so at 
some point you know your way around 
quite well. The question later was rath-
er: How do you get here? There was the 
opportunity of coming via the tech-
nical rail, such as a study of electrical 
engineering, or via the business side.

And which path did you choose?
(Laughs) Neither of them. I have com-
pleted my studies as an industrial engi-
neer. They say, you can do everything 
with this, but nothing right, and there 
is also a bit of truth to it. The reference 
from theory to practice was always 
important to me. 

And how could you do it?
Especially through accompanying 
internships in different industries, in 
small and large companies. For me, the 
topic of ”manufacturing optimization“ 
was always in focus. How do they get 
their processes even better and faster? 
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How to react if a system fails or better 
– what do I have to do prematurely so 
that this does not happen?

And that also benefits you now?
Definitely. To put it simply: If there is 
something, I am also able to lend a 
hand. This is very important to me. 
After all, our plants and manufacturing 
processes are not standard. We must 
actually always be able to react, and 
preferably proactively.

Then the entry into the company was 
already planned by a long time?
That’s right, but in the end it went fast-

er than expected. A colleague got sick, 
that was 2020. Suddenly I was a chief 
operating officer.

So still during your studies?
(Laughs) Then I just wrote the thesis 
faster. A few months later, then the 
smooth transition to management.

Didn’t you need a long acclimatiza-
tion period?
Fortunately not. The company is not 
that huge. Many employees have also 
been there for a very long time, so you 
know each other.

You are personally responsible for 
a medium-sized company – not an 
easy task. Is there such a thing as 
leadership principles? 
I would call it intuitive guidance. On 
the one hand, of course, there are 
balance sheets and figures that we 
see and evaluate. But at the same 
time there are also the reactions from 
workforce, which convey important 
impressions as to whether something 
is going well or not. You need to have 
fine antennas. I think that’s crucial as 
a leader. Of course, this also applies to 
contact with our customers.

What leads to the next question: 
How do you define the role of Becker 
& Mueller in a global competition – 
today and in the future?
We are firmly convinced of the 
production location in Germany. In 
recent years, we have also felt a stable 
tendency among large companies to 
rely on regional partners: proximity, 
personality and speed are the factors 
with which we can score points. 

Don’t be afraid of the competition 
from Asia?
No. With our focus on prototypes and 
samples, we specifically differentiate 
ourselves from providers from the Far 
East. Where they rely on quantity, we 
rely on flexibility and technical under-

standing. So I see ourselves very well 
prepared for the future.

Your goals for the company?
We want to continue on our way in 
a stable way. This includes, above all, 
continuously developing ourselves 
technologically and being an inno-
vative pioneer in the development of 
special solutions.

Finally: Becker & Mueller quite 
often encounters the term ”speed“. 
Are there perhaps parallels to your 
hobby, after all, you are a passionate 
racing driver?
(Laughs) That could be. You can maybe 
compare it this way: If I have a tech-
nical problem or a crash in the race, I 
can’t discuss it for long, the competi-
tors keep going. Get up, fix the bike, full 
throttle!

Mr. Becker, we thank you for the 
conversation.
